For Brent Hudson, recovery wasn't just about
sobriety—it was about becoming the man God
created him to be.

Before coming to ODM, Brent spent more than
twenty years battling cocaine addiction.
Beginning in 2015, he cycled in and out of rehab
programs, but nothing brought lasting change.

In 2018, a friend encouraged him to try Open Door Mission’'s Doorway
Recovery Program. Brent graduated in 2019, but when life became
overwhelming, he relapsed. “I did what a lot of us on this journey do—I ran
from my problems,” Brent admits.

By March 2022, Brent stopped running and returned to the Mission,
determined to do things differently.

That determination was fueled by a difficult conversation with his sons.
“They told me, ‘Dad, we love you, but we can't do this anymore,’”” Brent
says. “They didn't want more excuses—they wanted change.”

Now fully committed to his recovery, Brent learned to trust God one day at
a time. Supported by the strong community and friendships in our
Doorway Program, Brent discovered that surrender—not self-reliance—
was the key to lasting change. Though he'd been a believer for years, Brent
says it was here that he finally gave God control of his life.

Brent has remained sober since graduating in 2022 and now serves as
Open Door Mission’s intake coordinator, helping other men begin their
OWN recovery journeys.
